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Steroids as hormones play multiple roles in the regulation of human body via binding to individual steroid receptors. We present new user-friendly web tool for prediction of binding of selected candidate molecules into the matrix of human steroid receptors. The results may predict the selectivity of candidate new designed compounds between individual steroid receptors.
